The Community Council’s comments on the Proposed Modifications are here limited to the sections directly relating to our community and are as follows.

Glandyfi

Consultation Response

We wish the word ‘improved’ in relation to pavements to be removed because there are no pavements at present. 

Constraints on Development

We find the find the final added paragraph on surface water discharges rather strange in the context of this village and the size of the Dyfi. There is no likelihood whatsoever of any development, save a new town, increasing runoff to such an extent that it would cause flooding downstream in the Dyfi. 

Eglwys Fach

Description

Line 4 should be straddles not straggles.

The Church Hall is now a grade II listed building.

Consultation Response

The Community Council is rather concerned at the wording here. The first sentence seems to confuse two issues: Firstly the Community Council’s concern on road safety and the need for pavements and secondly the lack of comments by other members of the community. The fact that requests have been made at the Deposit Stage to include additional land cannot be commented on by the Community Council because they have no idea what land the request is for.  This is very disturbing indeed and the Community Council would clearly like to be kept fully in the picture to be able to made informed comments.  The Council stands by its early statement that “The proposed change of boundary is not a sensible one because the land is far too wet and not suitable for building development.”

Vision for the Community

All Councilors present at our recent meeting believe that the statement that Eglwys Fach and its surrounding hinterland is predominantly Welsh speaking is simply incorrect.  It is not. 

Constraints on Development

Furnace

Description

Dyfi and Cors Fochno National Mature Reserve should be altered to Dyfi National Nature Reserve as done in Eglwys Fach and Glandyfi.

Consultation Response

The Community Council is rather concerned here about where the areas of land referred to are situated.  If the removed land is opposite the garage we would support its reinstatement. If it is not this land the Community Council would like to know where it is.  Similarly the Community Council would like to know where the additional land is that someone has requested to be included.  The Community Council would again like to be kept fully in the picture to be able to made informed comments.
